SCHOOL WIDE POSITIVE BEHAVIOUR 4 LEARNING

Earlier in the term we held a parent meeting with the Year 7 and 8 parents and students to look at ways of strengthening our communication with home and creating consistent expectations for school, home and students. We have since joined a Ministry of Education initiative called School Wide Positive Behaviour 4 Learning. Over the rest of the year we will be giving you updates about what we are doing.
We have started off by doing two things:

· Created our school’s expectations for all of us - children, teachers and parents. They are the three R’s – Respect for Myself, Respect for Others, Respect for the Environment – Pulea lelei Oe, Faaaloalo mo isi uso a tagata, Tausia lelei le siosiomaga. They are more fully explained below and we expect all behaviour in the school to be measured against this.
· We have also revised the “Steps Programme” for managing classroom behaviour. This is set out clearly and the children will go through it again next term. A copy of this is included with the newsletter. Please feel free to talk to your child’s teacher about this.
Respect for Myself

· I have a positive attitude towards school and other students

· I have good self-management and self-control and know how to ask for help when I need it

· I treat others as I would want to be treated

Respect for Others

· I use kind words and speak positively to other people

· I share with others and include them in my games

· I understand that we are all different but are all made in the image and love of God

Respect for the Environment

· I keep our school clean and tidy by picking up rubbish, putting things away in their right place and keeping the walls and playgrounds free from tagging

· I am careful with school property and tell an adult if something is broken or damaged

Living the school values in our daily lives helps us meet the school’s expectations – the three R’s.
HOMEWORK CENTRE
