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SCHOOL SAFETY

While your children are at school we do everything we can to ensure that they are kept safe throughout the day. Children are taught about being safe in the playground, when crossing the street, riding their bikes, patting a dog and with people they do not know – strangers. There is however an aspect of school safety that we need your support with.
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School starts at 8.45, but there are a few children who get here very early (sometimes up to an hour early). Children should not be at school before 8.15. Although Mr Maka and I are usually here before 8am, this is not always the case. There is no supervision of children until 8.15am.
Equally at the other end of the day, some children are left at school for a very long time before they are collected. We realise that from time to time parents are held up and cannot get to school by 3pm. If you are running late, please ring the school and let us know - we will look after your children until you get here. On a couple of occasions I have had to take children to their neighbours or relatives homes, because it is very late and all the teachers have gone home.
